To reduce the risk of injury, charge oniy 
DFWALT rechargeable batteries. Other types of batteries may burst 
causing personal injury and damage. 
NOTICE: Under certain conditions, with the charger plugged in to the 
power supply, the charger can be shorted by foreign material. Foreign 
materials of a conductive nature such as, but not limited to, grinding 
dust, metai chips, steel wool, aluminum foil, or any buildup of metallic 
particles should be kept away from charger cavities.

An undersized cord 
will cause a drop in line voltage resulting in loss of power and 
overheating. When using more than one extension to make up the 
total length, be sure each individual extension contains at least the 
minimum wire size. The following table shows the correct size to 
use depending on cord length and namepiate ampere rating, if in 
doubt, use the next heavier gauge. The smaller the gauge number, 
the heavier the cord.

• D o not place any object on top of charger or place the 
charger on a soft surface that might block the ventilation 
slots and result In excessive Internal heat. Place the charger 
in a position away from any heat source. The charger is ventilated 
through slots in the top and the bottom of the housing. 

• Do not operate charger with damaged cord or plug. 
• Do not operate charger if It has received a sharp blow, been 

dropped, or otherwise damaged in any way. Take it to an 
authorized service center. 
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• Do not disassemble charger; take It to an authorized service 
center when service or repair is required. Incorrect reassembly 
may result in a risk of electric sfiocK electrocution or fire. 

• Disconnect the charger from the outlet before attempting 
any cleaning.

manual for compatibi l i ty of chargers and battery packs. 

Charging Procedure (Fig. 1)

DGB107 , D C B 1 1 2 
The DCB107 and DCB112 chargers have a hot /co ld delay feature. 
When the charger detects a battery that is hot, it automatically delays 
charging until the battery has coo led. W h e n the charger detects a 
battery that is co ld , it automatically delays charging until the battery 
has wa rmed . 
The red light will cont inue to blink, but a yellow Indicator light will 
be il luminated during this operat ion. Once the battery has cooled, 
the yellow light will turn off and the charger will resume the charging 
procedure. 
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LEAVING T H E BATTERY P A C K IN T H E C H A R G E R 
The charger and battery pack can be left connected wi th the charge 
indicator showing Pack Charged. 

W E A K BATTERY P A C K S : Weak batteries will cont inue to funct ion 
but should not be expected to perform as much work. 

FAULTY BATTERY P A C K S : This charger will not charge a faulty 
battery pack. The charger will indicate faulty battery pack by refusing 
to light or by displaying problem pack or charger. 
N O T E : This could also mean a problem with a charger. 

Wall Mounting 
D C B 1 0 7 , D C B 1 1 2 
These chargers are designed to be wall mountable or to sit upright on 
a table or w o r k surface. 
If wall mount ing, locate the charger within reach of an electrical outlet. 
Mount the charger securely using drywall screws at least 1 " (25.4 mm) 
long, screwed into w o o d to an opt imal depth leaving approximately 
7 /32" (5.5 mm) of the screw exposed. 

Important Charging Notes 
1. Longest life and best performance can be obtained if the battery 

pack is charged when the air temperature is between 65 °F and 
75 °F (18-24 "C). DO NOT charge the battery pack in an air 
temperature below +40 °F (+4.5 °C), or above +105 °F (+40.5 °C). 
This is important and will prevent serious damage to the battery 
pack. 

2. The charger and battery pack may become warm to touch while 
charging. This is a normal condit ion, and does not indicate a 
problem. To facilitate the cool ing of the battery pack after use, 
avoid placing the charger or battery pack in a wa rm environment 
such as in a metal shed, or an uninsulated trailer. 

3. If the battery pack does not charge properly: 
a. Check operat ion of receptacle by plugging In a lamp or other 

appliance; 
b. Check to see if receptacle is connected to a light swi tch wh ich 

turns power off when you turn out the lights; 
c. Move charger and battery pack to a location where the 

surrounding air temperature is approximately 65 °F -75 °F 
(18-24 "0: 

d. If charging problems persist, take the tool , battery pack and 
charger to your local service center. 

4 . The battery pack should be recharged when it fails to produce 
sufficient power on jobs wh ich were easily done previously. DO 
NOT CONTINUE to use under these condit ions. Follow the 
charging procedure. You may also charge a partially used pack 
whenever you desire wi th no adverse affect on the battery pack. 

5. Foreign materials of a conduct ive nature such as, but not limited 
to, grinding dust, metal chips, steel woo l , a luminum foil, or any 
bui ldup of metallic particles should be kept away f rom charger 
cavities. Always unplug the charger f rom the power supply when 
there Is no battery pack In the cavity. Unplug charger before 
at tempt ing to clean. 

6. Do not freeze or immerse charger in water or any other liquid. 
AWARNING: Shock hazard. Don't allow any iiquid to get inside 
charger. Eectric shock may result. 
A CAUTION: Never attempt to open the battery pack for any reason, 
if the plastic housing of the battery pack breaks or cracks, return to 
a service center for recyciing. 

Storage Recommendations 
1 . The best storage place Is one that Is cool and dry away f rom direct 

sunlight and excess heat or co ld . 
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2. For long storage, it is recommended to store a fully charged 
battery pack in a cool dry place out of the charger for optimal 
results. 

N O T E : Battery packs should not be stored completely depleted of 
charge. The battery pack will need to be recharged before use.

I N T E N D E D U S E 
The inspection camera is designed to play real-time video while looking 
into walls and/or tight spaces. Wi th a micro SD card (sold separately), 
the tool can then take photos or record videos for documentat ion 
purposes.

Photos are saved in JPG format and videos are saved as AVI. This 
D E W A L T inspection camera is compat ib le wi th micro SD memory 
cards up to 16 gigabytes. 
Appl icat ions consist of automotive inspection, p lumbing inspection, 
HVAC inspection or cable routing. Read the entire manual before using 
this inspection camera. 
D O N O T use in presence of f lammable liquids or gases. The camera 
cable extension is waterproof up to the camera connector. D O N O T 
U S E the handle set under we t condit ions. 
The inspection camera is a professional tool . D O N O T let children 
c o m e Into contact with the tool . Supervision is required wh e n 
inexperienced operators use this tool . 

ASSEMBLY 
Screen (Fig. 4) 
When the screen is at tached to the 
handle set wi th a battery, it will receive 
a charge from the battery. Ensure the 
screen is fully charged before use. 
When the screen is disengaged f rom 
the handle set, a battery icon appears 
in the upper left corner. This icon 
also displays the current charge of the 
screen. 
To install the screen (E) into the handle 
set (G), align the screen wi th the rails 
on the handle set and slide it firmly into 
the handle until you hear the lock snap 
into place. 
To remove the screen f rom the handle 
set, firmly slide the screen up from the 
tool handle. 
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The screen can be turned on and v iewed when it is not at tached to the 
handle set, allowing easier maneuverability of the camera. 

Camera Cable (Fig. 5) 
Align the camera cable wi th the camera connector (D). Push in and 
turn the connector counterclockwise (camera screen facing you) to 
firmly at tach. 

To remove the camera cable, turn the connector c lockwise (direction 
of arrow). 
Addit ional camera cable and extensions are available at additional 
cost.

Hook and Magnet DCT410 (Fig. 6) 
The hook is beneficial for retrieving cable or wire located in tight 
spaces. The magnet is beneficial for retrieving metal objects in tight 
spaces. 
To at tach the hook or magnet , turn the knurled part of the camera 
counterclockwise until it s tops. . 
Align the hook or magnet wi th the gray groove (T) then slide it d o w n 
until the tabs (U) at the top of the hook/magnet are securely In the 
notches (V) located in the camera lens. 
Turn the knurled part c lockwise to lock the base of the hook and 
magnet . 

Hook, Magnet and Mirror DCT411 
(Fig. 7, 8)
