Flexible Key Display

A flexible key can be used either to seize a line in order to make or receive an outside call
(F-CO key), or used as a function key. Move the joystick right to display the flexible key
list. Here you can access the 12 flexible keys. The icon shown beside each F-CO key
indicates line status similarly to the LED indicators on a Proprietary Telephone; @
means the same thing as a green LED, and O means the same thing as a red LED.
