Password screen.

C:\Dell_OEM\MUI, and run the appropriate language batch 
fi le. Follow the on-screen prompts to install your 
preferred language.

To change your administrator password, press 3.

Enable Remote Desktop using Server Manager or system properties (Control Panel -> System).• 

If Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol (DHCP) and Domain Name System (DNS) are implemented on your network, your system automatically configures the • 
network settings. You can launch Remote Desktop from a client and remotely access the NAS system using the default system name. 
For example: In the Remote Desktop Connection window, type D<ServiceTag>, where <ServiceTag> is the Service Tag number located 
on the system.
